suitable place to go, eat, drink 
and accommodate their 
emotional needs to feel 
accepted, valued and part of a 
community. Children will have 
the opportunity to develop their 
skills. Evidence to support this 
would come from the use of 
auditory musical instruments, 
support from partner Services 
will be sought. 

• The young people will take 
part in indoor activities where 
they can learn food 
preparation as part of a 
motivational cafe experience. 
Young people will also have 
the opportunity to develop 
hand eye co-ordination 
through play and making 
activities to foster a natural 
growing environment, animals 
and insects. Evidence to 
support this would come from 
growing fruits, vegetables and 
herbs will be included during 
appropriate times of the year 
along with developing 
enterprise skills where young 
people can potentially donate 
animal habitats and the plant 
products they make to local 
community venues such as the 
local care home, café and 
park. 

• Young people will learn about 
healthy lifestyles. Evidence to 



support this would come from 
food preparation, improving 
their sense of wellbeing. 
Development is underpinned 
through healthy lifestyle by 
promoting healthy, quality food 
and drink choices and physical 
activity to match individuals. 
Young people may also 
explore alternative food 
choices to improve their sense 
of equality and diversity.
